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Kingfishers:

We began reading and learning all about our new text in English - Until | Met Dudley. We

have enjoyed reading the imaginary explanations for everyday household appliances. WE

have focused on using technical and rich vocabulary and explored what this might look like.

We used this to help us create our own real explanation for how a toaster works and then
had the opportunity to perform them. We have also been writing some superb complex sentences about
a washing machine and how we think it could work - both fictionally and real! Next week, we are going to
be looking at some more grammar and then, begin looking at the structure of the text in preparation for
our own writing.

In Maths, we have looked at addition and subtraction and applying this to different problems, including
money and measure. We have also been learning how to interpret data and tables and how we can
understand them. We have been using tables to calculate different duration's of time and are going to
continue to explore data and time next week.

In topic this week, we have started some art and are creating our own version of Roman Roads using
paper mache and paints. In Science, we have looked at the different functions of the digestive organs in
the human body and why they are important. We have also been looking at religious symbols and signs
and exploring their significance to specific religions.

Hawks This week the year 5's and 6's have been doing their ancient Greece topic. So far they
have learnt about: Alexander the great, the ancient Greek empire and their wars;
Greek plays and arts and crafts. In English, we wrote information texts about dragons.
In maths, we learnt about pi and how to find the circumference, radius and diameter of
acircle. In art, we have been making ancient Greece tablets and writing our names or
messages on them.

Science involved earth and space where we wrote an
information text on what we have learnt this week. The children of hawk's class also finished off the
week with some old fashioned animations with left them feeling on a high.
